HOW DO YOU MAKE AN IMPACT?

These
items include food, hygiene, diapers, water, and paper products
like toilet paper and kleenex.

15,000 pounds of support each month. This includes food,
hygiene, diapers, and paper products!

Our Outreach and Prevention
Frogramming connects youth to
resources and support they need
to help prevent homelessness.
We do this by engaging with local
high schools and community
outreach to connect youth to age-
appropriate resources such as
Host Homes, Family Crisis
Management, and Housing
Support.

In 2025, we served 878 vouth;

OUR PROGRAMS
HOPE 4 YOUTH CENTER

The HOFPE 4 Youth Center in
Anoka is a safe, non-judgmental
place for youth ages 16 to 24
who are in need. Youth can
access basic needs such as a hot
meal, clothing, hygiene supplies,
food items, showers, and laundry
facilities. Our Case Managers
work alongside youth to connect
them to stable housing, health
and wellness resources,
education and employment
opportunities, and more.

HOPE PLACE

HOPE Place is our 12-unit
transitional housing facility in
Coon Rapids that offers
supportive services to 18 to 24
year olds who are experiencing
homelessness. HOPE Place staff
and community partners provide
onh-site case management,
including education and
employment guidance, aimed at
promoting self-sufficiency and
long-term success.
